If any fan clutch problem occurs while the vehicle is on the
road, simply unplug the fan clutch control solenoid. This will
cause the clutch to remain engaged preventing additional dam-
age to the clutch. If the lining is worn to the point where the
clutch will not engage, remove the front cylinder of the clutch
after unplugging the fan clutch control solenoid. The fan clutch
will now remain engaged until the vehicle can be driven to a
repair location.
